ADMISSION 

• Admission to the track is payable only at the gate, $30 per person for the weekend (children 12 and under free). 

• Only adults may enter the Hot Pit area; each person will be required to pay the $15 RACE surcharge at the track and sign the waiver. 
TRANSPONDERS 

• If you do not have a transponder, you must rent one before you register so that the transponder number can be entered into the database for 
scoring. Transponders will be available at registration; $50 rental fee, $200 deposit. Download a rental form and return it with your entry form.  

• Transponders will be checked during practice to ensure proper functioning. 

REFUND POLICY 
• If you pre-enter, you must notify the Registrar of your withdrawal by telephone or e-mail. 
• The refund policy is described on the Request for Refund form, available on the website or at Registration. 
• All requests for refunds must be on this form and mailed to the Registrar within 7 days of the event or submitted at the event.  
• There shall be no refunds due to weather, accidents or other circumstances beyond the control of the VRRA. 

BUMPING POLICY 
• There is no bumping within periods except within Period 1, provided the machine is already entered into the correct class – ie P1 250 can bump 

to P1 350 as a second race (no series points awarded for this bump-up). 
• If there is room on the grid, you may bump up one or more periods into the appropriate class for your machine.  

RIDERS’ MEETING 
• Attendance is mandatory for all racers. Rider’s meetings take place each morning, see schedule for time.  

NUMBERS 
• You may have to change your racing number in the event of conflicting numbers; VRRA members get priority. 

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT, WAIVER AND RELEASE
